Motion – Item 8.1
Adopt the following: 

1. Memo on Title 20 authored by Mayor Reed, Vice Mayor Nguyen, and Councilmembers Liccardo and Oliverio;

2. Memo on Title 6 authored by Mayor Reed, Vice Mayor Nguyen, and Councilmembers Liccardo and Oliverio with the exception of the provisions to require county-issued state ID cards, require entertainment permits for entertainment uses, prohibit self-illuminated advertising, and prohibit human or mechanical sign waivers, which are referred to staff for further study (per Attorney’s memo);

3. Memo amending Title 20 and establishing the effective date of the ordinance authored by Mayor Reed;

4. The prohibition of collectives in the CG zone (Item 1 from Councilmember Rocha’s memo);
5. Memo amending Title 20 (homeless shelters and legal nonconforming residential uses) from Councilmember Liccardo;
Plus the following items:

6. Distances: 
For collectives located on a parcel with multiple tenants in a multi-tenant building that contains other occupants, the distance from non-residential sensitive receptors shall be measured in a straight line from the parcel boundary of the sensitive receptor to the nearest exterior wall of the collective’s occupied tenant space in the shared building. For collectives that are the sole occupant of a building, the distance from non-residential sensitive receptors shall be measured in a straight line from the parcel boundary of the sensitive receptor to the nearest boundary of the collective’s building envelope.  

The minimum distance from a collective to another collective shall be 50 feet.  

7. Cash transactions: Cash transactions shall be allowed. Staff is directed to explore ways to encourage collectives to use financial institutions.
8. Enforcement: Staff is directed to explore options to streamline the enforcement process under Title 6 and the Marijuana Business Tax regulations. 
9. Cultivation:
Amend Section 6.88.430 E to read:
Only Medical Marijuana that was cultivated and manufactured by the Collective at the Collective’s Premises and/or offsite Cultivation Location in strict accordance with State Law and this Chapter, may be stored and dispensed from said Premises and/or Location. Medical Marijuana products (including edibles and concentrates) sold in San Jose must be manufactured and/or processed at the Collective’s premises in San Jose. 

Amend 6.88.435 to read:
B. The Cultivation Site shall be located within Santa Clara County and counties contiguous to Santa Clara County. The Cultivation Site must be in compliance with State law and local ordinances. 

C. A Cultivation Site that does not serve as the Collective’s sole dispensing location shall not be open to the public.
D. The City Manager is directed to give highest priority to issuing regulations necessary to ensure that collectives control, record, and track their marijuana throughout the growing and dispensing process in accordance with state law and the California Attorney General’s guideline. 

10. Evaluation: Staff is directed to report to Council annually on the secondary impacts of medical marijuana collectives in San Jose. 
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
